There should be a 
student attending the poster at all times. 
All participating students must register for the conference (online). 

Regulations for Posters: 
Posters should be mounted on a free-standing tri-fold board. 	
You will have a table but no wall on which to tack items. 
Discussion, results and all findings should be clearly visible from a distance of 4ft. You must submit abstract 
in electronic format by the above deadlines to be considered for awards. Include in the body of your email, 
name of all presenters, college, home address(es), email address(es), phone number(s), name of psychology 
faculty advisor and whether you are an undergraduate or graduate student.
